call upon all. around us to join in the work of truth,
of justice, of God himself.

Resolved, That Henry Clay’s last Compromise sur-
passes all its predecessors -in_cunning, in hypocrisy,
and in bétrayal of the rights of freedom and human-
; that the boast of having never voted to extend
slavery where it did not oxist beforo is  mockery and
afraud ; solong as he is, what he now declares himsel|
to be, opposed to any measura restricting or excluding,
slavery from the new territory of which the Union
has plandered Mexico; and that his proposal to allow
the slave trade to go on ‘wninterrupted betwoen
the several States, shows him to be destitnte of prin-
ciplo as & man, unworthy of confidence us a states-
man, and at. heart a foe and oppressor of the humblo
and the weak.

Thus acknowledging all that we
charge man with, and also acknowledging the evil
consequences resulting. Thus the prophecy s lito-
rally fulfilled, +Thy desire shall beto thy husband,
and e ahall rule over thes,” atriking hands with Sa-
tan, *I will put cnmity between thee and the wo-
man’ We most emphatically ask brother Grew, if |
there ever was any portion of the human family
who claimed such an amount of authority as the
male sex claims over the female, who did not abuse
it? How is it known when woman is robbed of her
rights? If she has less than man, how much less?
If sho has loss rights in one respect, why not in
another? Mer. G. exhibits groat zeal in order to prove
that woman is inferior to man by mature; ho must
think there are two human natures, and that scx is
the eriterion.

‘We will now attend to the texts which Mr. G.
has cited to prove the inequality of the sexes. He
says—t It is rocorded that God said, it is not good
that man should be albne; I will make an helpmect
for him. That neither was the man created for the
woman, but the woman for the man; and the man is
the image and glory of God, but the woman is the
glory of the man.' Ho exclaims, Is there no differ~
enco here? I this the language of porfoet equality
Farthor, he says, * In respect to authozity and submis-
siom, it is written mot only thy’ husband shall rule
over thee, but the head of the woman is the man.’
That is, the son is the mother's head as to subjection
and authority, ¢ hois a man and she is & woman.
Ar. Grew's rights are all one-sided.  As hois agreat
admirer of Paul, we will ask his opinion on this mat-
ter.
